Basic MLA Formatting Information for Works Cited (see sample on next page)

· The title of the slide should say Works Cited.  It should be centered and typed in Times New Roman size 12 font and should not be in bold, indented, or underlined.  

· Alphabetize by the first word of each source listed.
· Each source should end with a period.
· All sources should be typed in Times New Roman size 12 font. 
· Each of the 2nd and 3rd lines of the source should be indented.  This is known as a hanging indent.  It looks like backwards indenting.
· Include the accessed date of the source.  The date should be written as day, month, year.  
· Avoid using Wikipedia as a source.  Do not use Google or another well-known search engine to locate sources. Use the sources above. All sources should be 100% reliable and all the sources listed on this LibGuide are 100% trustworthy.
